
Installing 
eduroam on an 
Android device



1.  Download and install the eduroam CAT app from the Google Play Store.

2.  Use a web browser on the device to go to https://cat.eduroam.org and select 
the button on the main page to download the eduroam installer.

Please note - you must remove or forget any previously downloaded profile or 
eduroam Wi-Fi network on your device. To do this, open the eduroam CAT app 
on your mobile device, select the "Profiles" tab and click "Remove Profile".

3.  Once the window appears to the right-hand side search for “Northern 
Regional College” and select it from the list.

4.  You will be taken to a new page where you should click the "Android 11 and 
higher”  button. Please note this wording may be different depending on your 
device. A message will appear to remind you to download the app which you 
downloaded in step 1. Click "Continue" to proceed.

 
 



5.  Click "Open" on the file that has been downloaded which will launch the 
eduroam CAT app. Click the "Install" button when this opens. 

6.  A message will show to as if you want to install the profile. Click "Yes".
 



7.  Next you will be prompted to enter your username;

     Once you have entered your username Click "Install".

 

8.  A message in green text will be displayed "Profile Installed" if the installation
has been successful. This will connect you to the eduroam Wi-Fi network.
